Citizens’ Time

1. Question about the bus stop at Paddington and Dodsworth. Four houses have been emailed and told they are not bus riders but walkers. The bus stop still exists but some kids have been told they aren’t on it anymore. They’ve reached out to transportation but haven’t received any response. The bus is still picking them up but they’re not sure if they’ll be made to stop using the bus. 

Answer:Mrs Jeck: Transportation said that about 28 kids have been told they aren’t bus riders. The school does not make transportation decision and transportation said they will go to the bus stop in the morning and tell them which kids could ride the bus and which can’t.

2. Lauren Hill noted how underwhelming the transportation app has been. 

Answer: Mrs. Jeck mentioned that this would be a good topic to bring up at the SACI meeting.

3. Erinn asked about VALLS and what happens with kids who are marked needs support at the end of the year? Is something done with that data at the start of the year? 

Answer: Mrs. Jeck: if they’re high risk, we reassess at the beginning of the year and high risk get additional support with VALLS tutor. 4th and 5th grade may get after school tutoring or during core extension.
